Cameroon’s men’s
team  will participate in the World
Championships in Italy from 24 September to 10
October, while the Costa Rican and Kenyan
women’s teams will compete in the World
Championships in Japan from 29 October to 14
November.

The flame,
carried by athletes Natalia Sanchez and Victor
Hugo Ortega, was brought to Pueblito Paisa, the
city’'s emblematic site, where it was welcomed
by representatives of the government and sports
authorities, including 10C member and Vice-

Luis Miguel Usuga; Education Secretary Felipe
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Gil; the Director of the Municipal Sports Institute,
Andrés Garcia; and numerous athletes, sports
leaders and journalists.
